1
General Competition Rules

1.1
General rules applicable to all competitions

The Competitions are only open to fully paid up Members of the Society.

Entries shall be the entrants own work, although commercial processing is allowed.

All entrants shall own the copyright of all the images used. Copyright free images cannot be used

1.2
Internal Competitions – Rules unless otherwise stated

The hand-in dates for the Competitions are shown in the Annual programme.  

This is normally two weeks before the Competition night.  Late entries will only be accepted at the discretion of the Internal Competition Secretary.

Entries not conforming to the Rules will not be accepted. - See Appendix A for details

Entries for all Competitions must be accompanied by a Competition Entry Form available from the Internal Competition Secretary.  The appropriate detail on the Entry Form must be completed for the Competition to be entered

The Entry Form for all Competitions allows the Member to rank the order of their images so that, in the event of oversubscription, the total number of images can be reduced by the Competition Secretary

Trophies are held by the winning Member for one year and are to be returned in good condition when requested

2
The Annual Internal Competition


2.1
This Competition is run over three rounds during the season and is judged by external Judges

Members may enter individual rounds if they wish.

Points will be awarded by the Judge in each round. The Member gaining the highest number of points in each Section will be awarded the Section Trophy at the completion of the three rounds. 

Up to three images may be entered for each Section appropriate to the Member's status - See Note

Any print, or image may be entered only once in each Section in the Internal Competitions.

Prints, or images from the Internal Competitions may be entered in other Competitions.

Note

New Members are initially entered in the Novice Section for the Internal Competitions unless their prior experience warrants their entry into the Advanced Section

The winner of any Novice Section must progress to the Advanced Section for all Competitions for the next season unless they or the Committee request otherwise.


Where there are more than ten Novice members in a Section then the member coming second has the option to move to the Advanced Section if they wish.  The Committee may review the status of any Member at any routine Committee Meeting.

The Creative Competition for the Glyn Jones Trophy

The Oxford Dictionary defines Creative as: “Involving the use of the imagination or original ideas in order to create something.” This is the most important thing you need to consider when producing your images for this competition.

Your pictures may be heavily manipulated, or may simply be a photograph of something taken from an unusual angle in order to produce an image which some photographic salons and exhibitions define as ‘Altered Reality.’ Each picture can be created from a single image or as many different images as you wish.

3.1

Every element of the picture must derive from photographs taken by yourself using a camera. It is permissible to then manipulate these elements in any way you wish in order to create your final image.

Taking photographs of other people’s art* for use in your picture is not allowed.

The use of brushes to add elements such as: Birds, Foliage, Eyelashes etc. is not allowed.

The creation of things such as: Clouds, Lightning, Mist etc. using software is not allowed.

* This means images copied from photographs, internet downloads, or printed material such as books, magazines, posters, greetings cards, etc. Anything you have photographed yourself such as statues or monuments, is permitted. 

3.2

The  photographer needs to impress the judge by producing images that show a high level of imagination. How the individual achieves this is entirely up to them, as long as they conform to the above rules.

Straight from the Camera Competition for the Eric Jones Cup

4.1
This Competition is open to all paid up Members whether Novice or Advanced



The images submitted for this Competition should result from camera skills not computer skills so images MUST NOT be manipulated but may be cropped


Images taken in RAW MUST be converted to JPEG format, sRGB colour space.

Each Member will be allowed to enter up to SIX digital images-Note-May be ranked as Para 1.2

Panel Competition

5.1
The Panel Competitions are for a maximum of 2 PANELS of three images to a theme chosen by the Member

Prints for any entry will be displayed simultaneously, digital entries will be in sequence.

The Member will decide and indicate the layout and the order shown.

For digital panels, a fourth image (to be displayed first) will be allowed to indicate the layout of the three main images.  This may contain copies of the three main images, but may not contain a fourth new photograph.

The Panel and AV Competitions are judged on the night by the attending paid up Members.

The judging is done by secret ballot using the single transferable vote system

Images of the Year Competition



7.1
This Competition is held near the end of the season and is open to all paid up Members whether Novice or Advanced. 


Images must have been produced in the last 12 months 

New work and work used in previous Internal Competitions is allowed.

Judged by an external Judge the best images are selected for the trophy in each Section.


Up to a total of NINE images may be entered with a MAXIMUM of SIX images in any one Section

8
External Competitions

8.1
A Selection Panel is responsible, under the direction of the External Competition Secretary, for maintaining a bank of images from which they will select entries for External Competitions 

All print and PDI winning and placed entries and those commended or highly commended should be retained by the Society for two seasons for possible use in external Competitions and Exhibitions. Such retained images could be retained by the author for short times only and with the agreement of the External Competition Secretary if required for some specific event.

Members can also submit work to the External Competition Secretary at any time for selection to the bank of images. 

Whilst every effort will be made to look after Member's work entered for Competitions, neither the Society or its Officers can accept liability for loss or damage however caused
The Olive Lloyd Trophy is awarded annually to the Member whose work gains the most points on behalf of the Society in External Competitions

9 Eye-Scape Competition.
Introduction

In this competition the concept of a "landscape" image is separated into three differing forms. Namely :-

The definition of each of the forms of the image are as follows:

Landscape


Seascape


Urbanscape
Landscape
This will be an image in which the countryside is the main subject. Visible signs of human intrusion should be minimal.

Seascape
In these images the sea will be the main subject. Again the visible signs of human activity should be minimal and not be the focus of the image.

Urban-scape
These images will be a counter to the previous ones in that the external environment which humans have created and live in will form the main subject of the image. This subject would encompass what is sometimes called city-scape but can be wider.
Running the competition
This is a three part competition in which each part is associated with one of the above.
The parts will be separately judged by an external judge on the same night.
The images are all PDIs.
The winner of the competition is the member whose aggregate total of their highest place entry in each part is the highest total overall. In order to win the member must enter an image in each part.
The judge will be asked to score each part on a "free" scoring basis in that each image will be given a score between 1 and 10 that judge believes it merits. And the highest placed entry in each part will be the image with the highest score. It is thus possible that highest placed entry in each part will have a different score. This differs from the club's internal competitions where the image judged the winner is given 20 points, the second given 19 etcetera.

The parts will separately judged by an external judge on the same night.
The images are all PDIs.
Initially the entries to each part will be restricted to two (a total of Six entries)
10.  Themed Competitions (new for 2018-2019 season)
There will be three themed competitions in the 2018-2019 season.  The theme for each competition is on the programme.  Up to 5 PDIs may be entered by each member on the night.  The judging will be done by a panel of members who do not have any entries in the competition on that evening.  There will be a trophy for the member with the highest aggregate score over the 3 evenings.
Appendix A  Rules for Entry submission to all Competitions

PRINTS

All print entries must be accompanied by a dpi version which must be cropped the same as the print appears in its mount.  It should be a maximum of 1400x1050dpi. 

All prints must be card mounted.

Mount size must be 50cms by 40cms for all Competitions and Sections.  

Images may be landscape or portrait format of any size (within the above mount sizes)

Identification:
Label in the TOP LEFT CORNER on the back of the mount


The Title of the image and Membership number ONLY on label

DIGITAL IMAGES

Images MUST be in JPEG format only 
For Club Competitions using our new Projector the following recommendations apply for best quality

· Images should be in sRGB colour space

· The Canvas size/Image sizes should be MAX 1400 pixels WIDE and MAX 1050 pixels HIGH

Where other settings are used then the Entrant accepts the responsibility for the quality of the images when projected 
Identification:The file name should be the image title - e.g. Name of pic.jpg


Digital images can be submitted on CD, SD, Flash drives etc media


The Media should be identified to the Member - Name or Number


Straight from the Camera Competition


Images must be in JPG format , sRGB colour pace.

Images should be reduced to 1400 by 1050 pixels max and may be cropped.

Identification and media as for Digital Images above

Audio Visual Competition


Entries may be submitted on DVD, CD, or other media but must be able to be played on a Windows based computer - normally the Club's equipment


The Media should be identified with entrant's membership number


The maximum length of any one entry be 10 minutes and each member be allowed to submit up to 3 entries. Each entry to be numbered 1 to 3 in order of preference so that, in the event of oversubscription the Competition secretary can reduce the number of entries to suit the available time.


The responsibility for the copyright for the work remains with the Member - the Society accepts no responsibility for any breach of copyright

Appendix B

Print Definitions

PAGB Print Rules 2005 based on FIAP definitions issued 1991


(A) Monochrome Prints
1. All black and white and monochrome images are included

2. A black and white image which has been modified by the addition of a single tone to the ENTIRE image is defined as a Monochrome Print.


(B) Colour Prints

1. All images other than those in (A) above are defined as colour images

2. 

A black and white image which has been modified by the addition of PARTIAL toning or by the addition of one colour to any part of the image is a Colour Print.
Appendix C


AV Definitions
PAGB agreed definition May 2012


An AV Production submitted for a PAGB Award for Photographic Merit should predominately consist of a sequence of still photographic images, the majority of such images being the original work of the entrant, together with a synchronised soundtrack.


The use of third party images, animated graphics, video clips or other visual material, whilst not excluded, should be limited and appropriate to the production.


Entrants must confirm that they have obtained legal consent for the use of any visual or audio material used in the production other than their own original content.
