Don’t forget that all images awarded a commended or higher will be entered into the Best of Year competition. 
To date we have 26 Colour prints, 23 DPI’s and 22 Mono prints.
Another quick reminder please ensure when entering prints that the title of your image on the back of the print and the title entered into PhotoEntry are the same, and please check that the image used for your entry on PhotoEntry matches the print.
Also, for clarity the judge will only see the actual print and will use this to reach their decision not a DPI. This was only used last night as the judge was on Zoom.
I’m looking forward to seeing your entries for comp 4 which closes on the 1st March.
